We are proud to announce that Dr. Bill Bullock was recently awarded the title of Medical Director Emeritus by the
Dilworth Center’s Board of Directors. Dr. Bullock retired from Dilworth Center in 2015 after serving as Medical Director
since 1994. “The Dilworth Center is honored to bestow this recognition upon Dr. Bullock”, stated Tim Ignasher, Board
Chairperson. “We are grateful for the many years of his uncompromising service.”

 

Dr. Bullock received his medical degree from the University of Tennessee and is board certified in internal medicine and
addiction medicine. He is the past Chief and President of the Medical Staff at Presbyterian Hospital, now known as
Novant Health. Dr. Bullock is a highly experienced doctor, with over 45 years of practice in the field. He has won a
number of prestigious awards, including the Jody Kellerman Award, the NCQA Diabetes Physician Recognition Program
and the NCQA Heart/Stroke Recognition Program.

 

Dr. Bullock began his work at the Dilworth Center in 1994 at a time when the Center was only recently founded. “There
weren’t many patients at the Center in those days”, recalls Charles Odell, Dilworth Center’s President and CEO. “Plus, as
a startup program, we didn’t have a whole lot of money. There were many times through the years when Bill would
provide his services pro bono. For him, it’s always been about what’s best for the patients.”

 

During Dr. Bullock’s tenure at the Dilworth Center, he provided medical care and supervision for all Dilworth Center
patients. He was never too busy to consult with staff regarding helping patients with all of their challenges, both big and
small. “The patients LOVE Dr. Bullock”, noted Tammy Hanson, Director of Clinical Services, “and the staff feels the
same way.” His popular monthly presentations to patients entitled “The Disease of Addiction” and “A Doctor’s Story”,
routinely receive rave reviews.

 

The Dilworth Center is honored to have had Dr. Bullock serve as our Medical Director for 21 years. In his role of Medical
Director Emeritus, he will remain an integral part of the Dilworth Center community. Dr. Bullock will continue to be
utilized for special projects and programs that further the mission of the Dilworth Center.

Program Highlight - Teen Addiction Treatment

Dilworth Center has been serving patients and their families in Charlotte for 28 years and during this time we have
emerged as one of the leading providers for adolescent and young adult patients. In designing the intensive outpatient
treatment programs for these populations, we aim to address the unique challenges that adolescents and young adults face
in early recovery from alcoholism and drug addiction. Adolescents and young adults prosper in recovery more often when
their home lives and social lives, as well as school and work environments, are supportive of their recovery goals.

 

At the Dilworth Center, we consider it our responsibility to assist our patients and families in effectively treating the
substance use disorder and helping them structure positive support systems. There are many specific ways that we address
the needs of young people in early recovery. To begin with, we invite and, at times, require family members to participate
in treatment, offering educational lectures and group therapy as a means for family members to begin their own process of
recovery. Furthermore, we encourage alumni from our adolescent program to return to treatment and be of service to
newcomers, helping them integrate into the recovery community in Charlotte. Fun and fellowship are at the foundation of
the adolescent and young adult programs, as it is essential for patients to learn that they can lead fun and healthy lives
without drugs or alcohol. As the treatment needs for younger populations continue to rise, we look forward to more
opportunities of helping patients and their families begin the process of recovery.
